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El Dorado County search and
rescue  helped  with  the
accident,  including  getting
debris that was on the other
side  of  the  embankment.
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A 61-year-old Rancho Cordova man died Friday morning when the
motorcycle he was riding drove head-on into a Jeep Liberty.

According to the California Highway Patrol, David White was
going east on Highway 50 near Echo Summit when he crossed the
double yellow line and hit the Jeep being driven by Arthur
Schallock.

Shallock,  89,  and  his  wife,  Dona,  86,  sustained  minor
injuries. The Sonoma couple was transported to Barton Memorial
Hospital.

The cause of the accident is under investigation. Alcohol does
not appear to be a factor.
