Good Morning, Lake Tahoe Skiers & Riders. If you're visiting, Welcome to Lake Tahoe. Here’s your Mountain Resort Report for Finally a Friday, December 11. A Winter Weather Advisory is posted for today and a Winter Storm Warning for late Saturday night into Sunday morning. Expect Snow in the morning...then chance of snow in the afternoon. Snow accumulation 2 to 6 inches. Area high Temperatures will range from 24F to 34F. South winds up to 10 mph increasing to southwest 10 to 15 mph with gusts up to 30 mph in the afternoon. Possible Ridge gusts up to 50 mph may affect the operation of Upper Mountain Lifts. Be Aware and Call Ahead. Dress warm, in layers with your Windproof-Waterproof Jacket. Take along a hat, beanie or wear a helmet for safety. Wear good Goggles and warm Gloves. Surface conditions are Early Season…  Machine Groomed Packed Powder & Machine Made Snow. Ski and Ride with Care, keep an eye out for marked and unmarked obstacles and “Stay on opened runs only”.
