Good Morning, Lake Tahoe Skiers & Riders. If you're visiting, Welcome to Lake Tahoe. Here’s your Mountain Resort Report for your Saturday January 16th of your Dr. Martin Luther King Jr. Holiday Weekend. Mostly Cloudy Skies expected with day temps between 36F and 46F. Light to Moderate Winds are expected with possible Ridge Gusts up to 60 mph that may affect the operation of upper mountain lifts. Get out today! A Winter Storm Watch goes into effect Sunday Afternoon thru Late Monday night. Dress in layers with your Windproof Jacket. Take along a hat, beanie or wear a helmet for safety. Wear good Sunglasses or Goggles. Don’t forget the Sunscreen. Surface conditions are Machine Groomed & Skier-Rider Packed Powder on Opened Runs and variable Off Piste. National Safety Week on the Slopes – Please review the Skier & Rider Responsibilty Codes.  Ski and Ride with Care, keep an eye out for marked and unmarked obstacles and “Stay on opened runs only”.
