Good Morning Lake Tahoe Skiers & Riders. If you're visiting, Welcome to Lake Tahoe. Hereʼs your Mountain Resort 
Report for your Sunday, February 21st. Winter has returned to Lake Tahoe.  Expect Snow Showers thru out the day with 2 
to 6” expected to fall above 7000 feet. Temps in the upper 20ʼs on the slopes and Light to Moderate Winds with stronger 
Gust that may affect the operation of upper mountain lifts. Dress warm in layers with your Windproof-Waterproof Jacket. 
Take a hat, beanie or wear a helmet for safety. Wear good Goggles. Surface conditions are Machine Groomed & Skier-
Rider Packed Snow and variable Off-Piste. With some Fresh Snow on top. Ski and Ride with Care. Keep an eye out for 
marked and unmarked obstacles and “Stay In Bounds and on opened runs only”.  

South Lake Tahoe & Surrounding Area Resorts 
Heavenly Mountain Resort - South Lake Tahoe – Reports 3-5” of new on base of 41-62”. 29 Lifts are scheduled to 
operate (8:30-4). Access to the mountain will be from The Gondola, The CA Base Lodge and both Stagecoach and 
Boulder Lodges on the NV side.  15 Lifts scheduled on the CA Side & 14 Lifts on the Nevada Side including Mott 
Canyon. 92 trails are open,  Plus 3 Terrain Parks. Adventure Peak activities at the top of the Gondola are open (10-4:30) 
with the Snow Tubing, Sledding, Snowshoeing & Snow Bikes for Rent. (Pwdr, MG & SKRPP/27F / Flurries & Lt-Mod 
Winds). Heavenly Village Ice Rink is open from 10 till 8pm and the Heavenlyʼs Complimentary Shuttle Buses are running 
thru-out the South Shore to all base facilities. Hwy 207 (R1) 1-800-HEAVENLY.  www.skiheavenly.com 
Sierra-At-Tahoe - on U.S. Hwy 50 (R2) – Reports 2-4” of new on a base of 41-90”. 12 Lifts are scheduled to operate 
(8:30-4) including Grandview Express to the top, West Bowl & the backside open. 48 Trails are open (35 MG) + Jacks 
Bowl and Avalanche Bowl Open.  Gates 1, 2 & 3 accessing Huckleberry Canyon Open – Check with Patrol at the top.  4 
T-Parks, Boarder X and Super Pipe open for USASA Competition. (Pwdr, MG & SKRPP / 25F / Snow & Lt Winds). They 
also have Snowshoe Trails, The Tubing Hill & Snow Play Area open. Complimentary Shuttle Buses are running from the 
South Shore.

Camp Richardson Mountain Sport Center - on Emerald Bay Road - Hwy 89 (R2) - Is open daily from 9-4. They have 
a base of 8-12”. 10-12km of groomed XC trails open & 2-3km of Snow Shoe trails. Plus Skier packed Trails along the 
beach.

Hope Valley XC Outdoor Center - 14655 Hwy 89/88 (R1) – at Pickettʼs Junction.  The Yurt is open (9-5) They report 
new snow on a base of 24-60”. They and have 60 miles of Marked and Skier Packed Trails with 25 miles of groomed XC 
Skiing & Snow Shoe trails open.  No Fees to XC or Snowshoe up in Hope Valley and No Snow Park fees. They do 
except donations. Rental & Lessons available. (530) 694-2266. www.hopevalleyoutdoors.com 
Kirkwood Mountain Resort - On Hwy 88 (R1) – Reports 2-4” of new on a base from 112-155”. All 12 Lifts are 
scheduled to operate (9-4) with Chairs #6 & #10 to the top of the Front Side + 5 Lifts to the Back Side including Vista & 
Covered Wagon. Plus all Timber Creek Lifts to turn.  72 Trails are accessible (49MG) + 7 Bowls, 4 T-Parks, 
Skier/Boarder X and a Half Pipe open. (Pdwr, MG & SKRPP / 25F / Lt Snow & Lt-Mod Winds). Slide Mtn Tubing Hill 
open (12-5) Mid Winter Season Pass on Sale for only $249. Ski or Ride everyday thru the end of the season = April 25.

(9-4) Including NW Magnum 6 to the top of the Rose Side and the Blazing Zephyr (opening at 8:30) on the Slide Side. 
60 Trails + 3 T-Parks open. 5 of the Chutes Gates are scheduled to Open – Main Side 4 Chutes Gates on Delay. (Pdwr, 
MG & SKRPP / 20F / Lt Snow & Lt-Mod Winds).
