Good Morning, Lake Tahoe Skiers & Riders. If you're visiting, Welcome to Lake Tahoe. Here’s your Mountain Resort
Report for your Friday, February 12" as we move into your Presidents Holiday Weekend. Expect Mostly Cloudy Skies
with Isolated Snow Flurries and Temps between 35-45F. Light to Moderate Winds will kick up with Gusts up to 30mph and
possible Ridge Gusts up to 60mph that may affect the operation of upper mountain lifts. Dress warm, in layers with your
Windproof-Waterproof Jacket. Take along a hat, beanie or wear a helmet for safety. Wear good Goggles. Surface
conditions are Machine Groomed & Skier-Rider Packed Powder and variable Off-Piste. Ski and Ride with Care. Keep an
eye out for marked and unmarked obstacles and “Stay In Bounds and on opened runs only”.
