Here’s your Mountain Resort
Report for your Saturday, March 13th. Shaping up to be a Great Day to Get your Freshies... Plenty of Fresh Powder and
the Weather Breaking... Expect Mostly Clear to Partly Cloudy Skies with Temps into the high 30’s on the Slopes. Light to
Moderate Winds with Stronger Gusts in the Morning then Light Winds in the afternoon. Dress warm, in layers with your
Windproof-Waterproof Jacket. Take a hat, beanie or wear a helmet for safety. Also, wear good Sunglasses or Goggles.
Don't forget to use the sunscreen when the sun is out. Surface conditions are Powder, Machine Groomed and Skier /
