Good Morning, Lake Tahoe Skiers & Riders. If you're visiting, Welcome to Lake Tahoe. Hereʼs your Mountain Resort 
Report for your Sunday, April 25th. The Final Day for some remaining resorts. A Beautiful Day to enjoy end of season 
turns. Expect Mostly Clear and Sunny Skies with Temps into the High 50's on the slopes and Light Winds.  Dress in light 
layers with your Jacket or Shell. Take a Hat with a brim, a Visor or wear a Helmet for Safety. Also, wear Good Sunglasses 
or Goggles and don't forget the Sunscreen. Surface conditions are Machine Groomed & Skier-Rider Packed Snow - 
Spring Conditions - Softening.  Ski and Ride with Care and always with a Buddy if go off-piste. Keep an eye out for 
marked and unmarked obstacles and “Stay In Bounds and on opened runs only”.
