Good Morning, Lake Tahoe Skiers & Riders. If you're visiting, Welcome to Lake Tahoe. Hereʼs your Mountain Resort 
Report for Saturday, November 20th. Itʼs going to be a Powder Day. A Winter Storm Warning is in effect fthru 4pm, 
Sunday afternoon. Expect Cold Temperatures in to the low 20ʼs on the slopes, with snow heavy at times. Light to 
Moderate Winds could increase and may affect the operation of upper mountain lifts… So, all lift operations will be Wind 
and Weather permitting – Call Ahead. Dress for Winter conditions in your Windproof – Waterproof Jacket, take along a 
hat, beanie or wear a helmet for safety;  also wear good goggles and warm gloves. Surface conditions are Powder on top 
of MG - machine made snow.  Ski and Ride with care, as early season conditions exist so keep an eye for marked and 
unmarked obstacles and stay on opened runs only.   
  

South Lake Tahoe & Surrounding Area Resorts 
Heavenly Mountain Resort - South Lake Tahoe – is scheduled to open. They report 10-18” of new on a base of 25-
33”. 2 Lifts are scheduled to operate (8:30-4)-WWP with access to the mountain from the Gondola and Tamarack 
Express on the upper mountain – WWP. California Trail is open. Possibly more lifts and trails, later today. Powder, (MG-
MM Snow / 17F / Snowing / Lt-Mod Winds) Heavenly Season Passes are still available and allow you to ski Northstar as 
well Sierra.
