Temperatures in to the mid 20’s on the slopes with Moderate to Strong Gusty Winds that will affect the
operation of upper mountain lifts... So, all lift operations will be Wind and Weather Permitting — Call Ahead. Dress for
Winter conditions in your Windproof — Waterproof Jacket, take along a hat, beanie or wear a helmet for safety; Also, wear
good goggles and warm gloves. Surface conditions are Powder, MG Powder & MM Snow. Ski and Ride with care. Early
season conditions exist so keep an eye for marked and unmarked obstacles and stay on opened runs only.
