Good Morning, Lake Tahoe Skiers & Riders. If you're visiting, Welcome to Lake Tahoe.  Here’s your Mountain Resort Report for Sunday, December 19th. The Winter Storm Warning continues to be in effect Thru 4pm on Monday for Heavy Snow and Gusty Winds.  The Higher you Go the Better the Snow… Problem is getting to upper mountain conditions. 15 to 30” of additional accumulation predicted above 7000 feet. Expect Rain & Snow continuing today and Temps into the mid to low 30’s, with Strong Gusty winds up to 125 mph over the ridge tops that will affect the operation of upper mountain lifts.  Call Ahead. If your Going, Dress Warm, in Layers with your Windproof-Waterproof Jacket, wear a hat, beanie or wear a helmet for safety; Also, wear Good Goggles. Surface conditions are Powder, Machine Groomed & Skier / Rider Packed Powder.  Ski and Ride with care. Keep an eye for marked and unmarked obstacles – Always Ski with a Buddy if you go Off Piste and stay on opened runs only. Stay out of the Back Country.
