Good Morning, Lake Tahoe Skiers & Riders. If you're visiting, Welcome to Lake Tahoe.  Hereʼs your Mountain Resort 
Report for Saturday, December 11th. Shaping up to be a great weekend for Skiing & Riding. Skies will be Partly Cloudy 
with a Slight Chance of Showers. Temps warming up into the low 40ʼs on the Slopes. Light to Moderate Winds with Ridge 
Gusts up to 55mph are in the forecast. This may affect operation of Upper Mountain Lifts.  So, Call Ahead… Take your 
Windproof-Waterproof Jacket, wear a hat, beanie or wear a helmet for safety; Also, wear Good Sunglasses or Goggles 
and donʼt forget to apply Sunscreen when the sun is out. Surface conditions are Machine Groomed and Skier-Rider 
Packed Snow.  Ski and Ride with care. Early season conditions exist, so keep an eye for marked and unmarked obstacles 
and stay on opened runs only.   

South Lake Tahoe & Surrounding Area Resorts 
Heavenly Mountain Resort - South Lake Tahoe – Reports a trace of new on base of 45-54”. 20 Lifts are scheduled to 
operate (8:30-4)-WWP. 9 Lifts scheduled in California and 11 Lifts on the Nevada Side. Access to the mountain is from 
the Gondola, California Base Lodge & Stagecoach on the NV side. Open top to bottom in both CA & NV with 73 Trails 
open (50+MG) Mott & Killebrew Canyons open + Terrain Park with 16 features on Cal Trail.
