Happy Holidays, Lake Tahoe Skiers & Riders. If you're visiting, Welcome to Lake Tahoe.  Hereʼs your Mountain Resort 
Report for your Christmas Eve, Friday, December 24th. Shaping up to be a Great Day for Holiday Skiing & Riding. Mostly 
Clear to Partly Cloudy Skies and Temps in to Mid 30ʼs & Light to Moderate Winds increasing through out the day. Dress 
Warm, in Layers with your Windproof-Waterproof Jacket, wear a hat, beanie or wear a helmet for safety; Also, wear Good 
Sunglasses or Good Goggles. Donʼt forget to use Sunscreen. Surface conditions are Machine Groomed & Skier / Rider 
Packed Powder – some stashes of powder still out there.  Ski and Ride with care.  Get Out Early. Have Patience in those 
Lift Lines and Please Slow Down – to many folks Skiing and Riding way too Fast for the number of People sharing the 
runs.  Keep an eye for marked and unmarked obstacles – Always Ski with a Buddy if you go Off-Piste and stay on opened 
runs only.

*Heavenly Mountain Resort - South Lake Tahoe – Reports a base of 69-90”. 28 Lifts are scheduled to operate (8:30-4) 
with 13 Lifts scheduled in California and 15 Lifts on the Nevada Side.
