Happy Holidays, Lake Tahoe Skiers & Riders. If you're visiting, Welcome to Lake Tahoe.  Hereʼs your Mountain Resort 
Report for your Tuesday, December 28th. Changing Weather Today…. Snow this morning with Showers in the afternoon 
and a Winter Storm Warning Posted to Start at 4pm this afternoon thru 4pm tomorrow. Most of the Heavy Snows expected 
later today, overnight and tomorrow with 12” at Lake Level and up to 30” above 7000 Feet. Today, temps will be in the low 
30ʼs with Light to Moderate Winds. Increasing Winds later in the day, could affect the operation of upper mountain lifts so 
be aware… Dress for Winter Conditions, in Layers with your Windproof-Waterproof Jacket, wear a hat, beanie or wear a 
helmet for safety; Also, wear Good Goggles & Warm Gloves. Surface conditions are Machine Groomed & Skier / Rider 
Packed Powder. Get Out Early. Have Patience in those Lift Lines. Ski and Ride with care. Keep an eye for marked and 
unmarked obstacles – Always Ski with a Buddy if you go Off-Piste and stay on opened runs only.
