Good Morning, Lake Tahoe Skiers & Riders. If you're visiting, Welcome to Lake Tahoe.  Here’s your Mountain Resort 
Report for your Saturday, January 22nd. A Great Day to get out and carve some turns…  Beautiful Spring Like Day with 
Partly Cloudy to Mostly Clear Sunny Skies and Temps warming into the mid-40’s on the Slopes with Light to Moderate 
Winds. Possible Ridge Gusts up to 60mph in the afternoon that may hamper the operation of upper-mountain lifts, so be 
aware that Lift Operation will be Wind & Weather Permitting. Dress in Layers with a Jacket or Shell. Wear a Hat, Beanie 
or Wear a Helmet for Safety; Also, wear Good Sunglasses or Goggles. And, Don’t forget to use sunscreen when the sun 
is out! Surface conditions are Variable with Machine Groomed Corduroy, Skier/ Rider Firm Packed Snow & Firm Pack 
Snow-All Softening with rising day time tempertures. Ski and Ride with Care. It is National Safety Awareness Week on the 
slopes - Know the Code.  Keep an Eye for Marked and Unmarked Obstacles – Always Ski or Ride with a Buddy if you go 
Off-Piste and stay In Bounds and on Opened Runs Only.
