Good Morning, Lake Tahoe Skiers & Riders. If you're visiting, Welcome to Lake Tahoe.  Hereʼs 
your Mountain Resort Report for your Monday, January 31st. Shaping up to be a great day to 
enjoy the slopes. Expect Partly Cloudy Skies with Temps into the mid-30ʼs on the Slopes with 
some Light Winds. Dress in Layers with your Jacket or Shell. Wear a Hat, Beanie or Wear a 
Helmet for Safety; Also, wear Good Sunglasses or Goggles. Surface conditions are Variable with 
Powder and Machine Groomed Packed Powder.  Ski and Ride with Care.  Keep an Eye for 
Marked and Unmarked Obstacles – Always Ski or Ride with a Buddy if you go Off-Piste and Stay 
In Bounds and on Opened Runs Only.  
South Lake Tahoe & Surrounding Area Resorts 
Heavenly Mountain Resort - South Lake Tahoe –Reports 2” of new on a base of 65-90”. 26 Lifts 
are scheduled to operate (9-4) with 12 Lifts scheduled in California and 14 Lifts on the Nevada 
Side. Access to the mountain is from the Gondola, California Base Lodge, Stagecoach & Boulder 
Lodges on the NV side. 94 Trails to open (70+MG). (Check with Patrol on the opening of Mott & 
Killebrew Canyons & the Face) + 4 Terrain Parks Open with 62 Features, plus the High Roller 
Rail Line.  (MGPP & SKRPP / 15F / MClear / Lt Winds). Adventure Peak Activities at the top of 
the Gondola are scheduled with Sledding and Snow Tubing (10-4)-WWP. Complimentary Shuttles 
buses running thru-out the So. Shore to all Base Facilities. 1-800-HEAVENLY.

Sierra-At-Tahoe - on U.S. Hwy 50 – Is open reporting 2-5” of new on a base of 46-120”. 9 Lifts 
are scheduled to operate (9-4) including Grandview Express to the top of the front side, The West 
Bowl & the Backside open. 44 Trails are open (35MG) + Jackʼs Bowl & Avalanche Bowl open. 
Check with Patrol at the top on the Back Country Gates. 4 Terrain Parks + Boarder X & Super 
Pipe are open, as well as Snow Shoe Trails, Snow Play Area & the Tubing Hill also open.

They have Rentals & Lessons 
available. There are No Fees to XC or Snow Shoe in Hope Valley, but they gladly accept 
donations.

4 Lifts are scheduled 
to operate (9-4) with the NW Magnum Six to the top of the Rose side & The Blazing Zephyr 
opening at 8:30am to the top of the Slide Side. The Chutes Gates are Closed today.  50 Trails are 
open + 3 Terrain Parks on the mountain.
