Good Morning, Lake Tahoe Skiers & Riders. If you're visiting, Welcome to Lake Tahoe.  Hereʼs your Mountain Resort 
Report for your Saturday, February 12th. Shaping up to be a Beautiful Day to Carve up Some Turns. Expect Mostly Clear 
and Sunny Skies with temps into the upper 40ʼs on the slopes with Light to Moderate Winds with possible Gusts up to 65 
mph in the afternoon, so Lifts will operate Wind and Weather Permitting. Dress in Layers with your Jacket or Shell. Wear a 
Hat, Beanie or Wear a Helmet for Safety; Also, wear Good Sunglasses or Goggles. Donʼt forget to use Sunscreen when 
the sun is out. Surface conditions are Variable with and Machine Groomed & Skier Rider Packed Snow and area of Firm 
Packed Snow Off-Piste – all Softening with rising day-time temperatures.  Ski and Ride with Care.  Keep an Eye for 
Marked and Unmarked Obstacles – Always Ski or Ride with a Buddy if you go Off-Piste and Stay In Bounds and on 
Opened Runs Only.  

South Lake Tahoe & Surrounding Area Resorts 
Heavenly Mountain Resort - South Lake Tahoe –Reports a base of 65-90”. 28 Lifts are scheduled to operate (8:30-4), 
with 14 Lifts scheduled in California and 14 Lifts on the Nevada Side. Access to the mountain is from the Gondola, 
California Base Lodge, Stagecoach & Boulder Lodges on the NV side. 94 Trails to open (65+MG) + they have 4 Terrain

Trails are open (37MG) + Jackʼs Bowl & Avalanche Bowl open. Gate #1 open to Huckleberry Canyon – possibly more, 
check with Patrol at the top.

60 Miles of Trails are open including 20 miles of groomed trails and 40 miles of marked & skier packed 
trails. They have Rentals & Lessons available. There are No Fees to XC or Snow Shoe in Hope Valley, but they gladly 
accept donations.
