Wear a Hat, 
Beanie or Wear a Helmet for Safety.  Also, wear Good Sunglasses or Goggles and donʼt forget to use Sunscreen, today. 
Surface conditions are Machine Groomed & Skier/Rider Packed Powder. Ski & Ride with Care!  Keep an Eye for Marked 
and Unmarked Obstacles. Always Ski or Ride with a Buddy if you go Off-Piste and Stay In Bounds and on Opened Runs 
Only.  

South Lake Tahoe & Surrounding Area Resorts
