Report for your Saturday, April 16th. Beautiful Day so far this morning… expect Increasing Clouds with Isolated Showers. 
Temps in to the low 50ʼs on the Slopes and Light to Moderate Winds. Dress in Layers with your Windproof – Waterproof 
Jacket; Wear a Hat, Beanie or Wear a Helmet for Safety.  Also, wear Good Sunglasses or Goggles. Donʼt forget the 
Sunscreen when the Sun is out. Surface conditions are Spring Conditions - Machine Groomed & Skier/Rider Firm Packed 
Snow – all Softening with day-time temperatures. Ski & Ride with Care!  Keep an Eye for Marked and Unmarked 
Obstacles. Always Ski or Ride with a Buddy if you go Off-Piste and Stay In Bounds and on Opened Runs Only.  

South Lake Tahoe & Surrounding Area Resorts
