LONG-TERM PROJECTS

U. S. Highway 50 (El Dorado County) from the Sacramento County line to Bass Lake
Road: Work resumes on a $31 million project by El Dorado County to add bus/carpool
lanes to U. S. Highway 50 in south El Dorado County.

October 7 — October 13

U.S. Highway 50 (EI Dorado County) from Bass Lake undercrossing to Shingle
Springs Road: Motorists can expect east and westbound lane restrictions and
ramp closures from 7 p.m. to 7 a.m. Sunday through Saturday. A contractor is
scheduled to install k-rail and perform grinding and paving work.

U.S. Highway 50 (El Dorado County) U.S. 50/Missouri Flat Interchange Improvements:
Work resumes on a $40.5 million project. The project includes: reconfiguration to a
four-lane interchange, auxiliary lanes between the interchange and the Forni
Road/Western Placerville Drive Interchange; widening, addition of a
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bike/pedestrian facility between Missouri Flat Road and Placerville Drive.
Completion is expected 2012.

U.S. Highway 50 (EI Dorado County) from Missouri Flat Road to Placerville Drive
(Forni Road/ Fairgrounds): Motorists can expect east and westbound lane
restrictions and ramp closures from 8 p.m. to 6 a.m.
