Good Morning Lake Tahoe Skiers & Riders!  Welcome to the 2012/13 Winter Snowsports Season.  Hereʼs your Mountain 
Resort Report for your Tuesday, November 13th. This past weekendʼs snow blanketed the High Sierra with Fresh Snow 
and cold temperatures have allowed resort to make snow and has prompted several resorts to open earlier than originally 
scheduled. Weather will be Partly to Mostly Cloudy with temps in the mid 40ʼs to mid 50ʼs and Light Winds. There is a 
chance of more snow coming thru starting Thursday night and thru the weekend.  

South Lake Tahoe & Surrounding Area Resorts 
*Heavenly Mountain Resort - South Lake Tahoe CA/NV received 12-14” of new snow and they are making snow at 
every opportunity… They are now scheduled to open on Wednesday, November 14. Access to the mountain will be 
from the Heavenly Gondola with Tamarack and two runs open.  By Friday, they will add Dipper lift and Orionʼs Run. 
Tahoe Local Pass is their best deal at $459, but prices increase after November 18.  1-800-HEAVENLY.

*Sierra-At-Tahoe - on U.S. Hwy 50 ()– receive 9-15” of snow from this storm and will be opening as soon as conditions 
permit.  Unlimited Season Pass is available for only $379. No restrictions. This pass is also good for skiing 10 days at 
China Peak, Mountain High & Stevens Pass; Plus 3 days at Monarch Mountain and at Grand Targhee with each night of 
lodging. And, in addition to these benefits, The Sierra Pass will allow FREE Skiing or Riding at Squaw Valley & Alpine 
Meadows from opening day thru December 21 and April 15 till Closing.
