14th. A Great Friday to get out on the mountain and enjoy the Fresh Snow. Conditions are Great! Expect Mostly Cloudy 
Skies with a Slight Chance of Snow Showers. Temperatures remain cold and in to the upper 20’s on the slopes with Light 
Winds. So, Dress warm, in layers with your Good Jacket... Wear a Hat, Beanie or Wear a Helmet for Safety; also, wear 
Good Goggles today. Surface conditions are primarily Powder, Machine Groomed & Skier/Rider Packed Powder.  Ski & 
Ride with Care!  Early Season Conditions Exist!  Keep an Eye for Marked and Unmarked Obstacles & Stay on Opened 
Runs Only.  

South Lake Tahoe & Surrounding Area Resorts 
Heavenly Mountain Resort - South Lake Tahoe CA/NV – Checks in reporting a base of 30-53”. 15 Lifts & Tows are 
scheduled to operate (9-4) with Access from the Heavenly Village Gondola & California Base opening today. Upper Mtn 
Lifts include Dipper, Comet & Olympic in NV, And, Gunbarrel, Powder Bowl, Canyon & Sky in CA. 40 Trails are 
accessible (27MG); Plus there’s 13 Terrain Park Features.
