Here’s your Mountain Resort Report for your, Hump Day, Wednesday, 
January 2nd.  Shaping up to be another beautiful day to enjoy the great mid winter conditions. Expect Mostly Clear & 
Sunny Skies and Temperatures in to the upper 20’s on the Slopes with Light to possible Moderate Winds. Dress warm… 
Layer Up with your Insulated Jacket & Warm Gloves... Wear a Hat, Beanie or Wear a Helmet for Safety; also, wear Good 
Sunglasses or Goggles and don’t forget the Sunscreen today. Surface conditions are Machine Groomed & Skier/Rider 
Packed Powder.  Ski & Ride with Care!  Keep an Eye out for Marked & Unmarked Obstacles. And, Stay In Bounds and on 
Opened Runs & Terrain Only; And, if go Off-Piste, always Ski & Ride with a Buddy.

*Heavenly Mountain Resort - South Lake Tahoe CA/NV – Checks in with a base of 42-72”. 28 Lifts & Tows are 
scheduled to operate (8:30-4) with Mtn Access from the Gondola, California Base; Plus, both Stagecoach & Boulder 
Lodges in NV. Upper Mtn. Lifts Include Sky & Canyon in CA and Dipper, Comet & Mott Canyon on the NV side.  96
