Good Morning, Lake Tahoe Skiers & Riders! Here’s your Mountain Resort Report for your Saturday, January 26th. Expect 
Mostly Cloudy Skies with isolated showers. Snow Level between 6500-7000 feet. Temperatures in to the Low 40’s the 
Slopes and Light to Moderate Winds. Ridge Top Gusts to 50mph increasing to 70mph, so Upper Mtn. Lifts will operate 
Wind & Weather Permitting…  Dress in layers with your Windproof – Waterproof Jacket... Wear a Hat, Beanie or Wear a 
Helmet for Safety; also, wear Good Goggles. Surface conditions are Variable with Machine Groomed & Skier/Rider 
Packed Snow / Some Wet Packed snow in Lower Elevations with some Fresh Snow on Higher Elevations.  It’s National 
Safety Awareness Week on the Slopes, So, Please Review the Skier/Rider Responsibility Code. Ski & Ride with Care!  
Keep an Eye out for Marked & Unmarked Obstacles. And, Stay In Bounds and on Opened Runs & Terrain Only.
