Good Morning, Lake Tahoe Skiers & Riders! Here’s your Mountain Resort Report for your Hump Day, Wednesday, 
January 9th. Chance of Snow coming through later today and tomorrow… Expect Mostly Cloudy Skies with Temperatures 
warming in to the low 40’s on the Slopes. Moderate to Strong Gusty Winds with Ridge Tops Gusts from 70 to 90 mph by 
afternoon, may hamper the operation of upper mountain lifts. So Lifts will operate Wind & Weather Permitting. Dress, in 
layers with your Windproof Jacket... Wear a Hat, Beanie or Wear a Helmet for Safety; also, wear Good Goggles. Surface 
conditions are Machine Groomed & Skier/Rider Packed Powder.  Ski & Ride with Care!  Keep an Eye out for Marked & 
Unmarked Obstacles. And, Stay In Bounds and on Opened Runs & Terrain Only.  

South Lake Tahoe & Surrounding Area Resorts
