Good Morning, Lake Tahoe Skiers & Riders! Here’s your Mountain Resort Report for your Thursday, March 28th. 
Continued Unsettled Weather with a chance of snow in the higher elevations. Expect Mostly Cloudy Skies with Isolated 
Showers, then Scattered Showers in the afternoon with the Snow Level above 7000. Temperatures will get in to the mid to 
upper 40’s on the Slopes with Light Winds. Dress in layers with your Windproof-Waterproof Jacket or Shell... Take a Hat, 
Beanie or Wear a Helmet for Safety; also, wear Good Sunglasses or Goggles. Surface conditions are Machine Groomed 
& Spring Conditions with Skier / Rider Firm Packed Snow – Softening with daytime temperatures. Ski & Ride with Care!  
Keep an Eye out for Marked & Unmarked Obstacles and Stay In Bounds and on Opened Runs & Terrain Only.
